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Document Purpose

This document sets out the changes included in Version 1.4.1 of the CMA Central System which is to be released into the live environment between the close of business on 28/11/2008 and start of business on 01/12/2008.

· Incident 63:  Correction of EWA application following Meter Swap.
· Incident 81: Volumetric charges no longer applied to TD unmeasurable SPIDS.
· Incident 104(ii): Timeout on LVI when high volume of transactions processing.
· Amendment of SEES credit to £15.17 per service.

  Functional Changes
1.1 MCCP017: Re-read functionality on T017.0

This enables the existing “Re-Read” function to be used for the “E” read type in the T017.0 transaction and thus override the threshold volume rules which create the error message BD Meter Read Rejected: outside usage threshold.  This aligns the transaction to the xml schema as published.

Reporting Changes

1.2 Interim Disaggregated Settlement Report (IA03/08)

The Interim Disaggregated Settlement Report y is already operational; this change embeds its operation into the main run schedule. 

The Interim Disaggregated Settlement Report does not fully meet the requirements of IA 03/08. It is intended that the Full Disaggregated report will be included in a future release.

1.3 Market Dataset Reports

The existing scripts are already operational; this change embeds its operation into the main run schedule. 

This output is in the form of five report files as follows:

· X31WSPID_YYYYMMDD.txt

· X32SSPID_ YYYYMMDD.txt

· X33METER_ YYYYMMDD.txt

· X34DPIDS_YYYYMMDD.txt

· X35READS YYYYMMDD.txt

Where YYYYMMDD is the date the script is executed.
The report will run monthly. It is anticipated this will be between close of business on the last day of the month and the start of business on the next working day this point is subject to confirmation. 

Once the report has been run, Gemserv will be responsible for moving the output to the relevant FTP server for the CMA. The CMA will distribute them to market participants.
Gemserv will also be responsible for archiving and deleting the files held on the source directories.
1.4 New & Partial SPID Report

New report for the CMA, based on parameters as set out in Emails between CMA and Gemserv, and revised and updated following further feedback. This formalises the current report and embeds its operation into the main run schedule.
Resolved Gemserv Incidents 
1.5 Incorrect EWA begin generated on meter swaps
No new EWA will now be generated on receipt of the T004.0 in respect of a meter swap.

1.6 Correction of charging on Temporarily Disconnected SPIDs on unmeasurable

Volumetric charges will no longer be applied to unmeasurable SPIDs which are flagged as Temporarily Disconnected.
1.7 Timeout on LVI when accessing Settlement Reports

Improvements to reduce Gemserv's intervention to override timeouts when uploading settlement reports.
1.8 Timeout on LVI when high volume of transactions processing

Change to resolve timeout issues on the LVI occurring when high volumes of LVI transactions are being processed.
This incident particularly related to activities by a new entrant and a change to the Market Entry process has been made to capture indicative volumes for any future applicants.
1.9 Standing Data Changes

As requested by the CMA in the meeting of 29/11/08 with Gemserv (and confirmed via email 7th November 2008)   the values pertaining to the calculation of the SEES credit for WS and SS SPIDs have been amended from £15.00 to £15.17 per service.  This will apply to all invoice periods for the current tariff year.

1.10 Interface Changes - None
No changes have been made to either the CS LVI interface definition or the CS HVI interface definition as part of this release.

The Low Volume Interface (LVI) is configured for use, and has been fully tested, with the following browsers:
